· Attend camps (best way to check out a college and their program)

Sophomore year:

· Start getting yourself out their (camps, make contacts, showcases, indoor)

· Get your top list together (10-15 colleges)

· Become well rounded (Coaches are looking at everything!!!)

· Attend camps (best way to check out a college and their program)

· Fill out all the online questionnaires for the colleges that you are interested in.

Junior Year:

· MOST IMPORTANT YEAR

· Most be in the radar now for colleges to start contacting

· Start visiting colleges

· Send out your packets (resume, video, Recommendation letters, contact

information)

· Attend your top choices camps’

· Your list should be now 3-5 colleges

· Instructor and coach in the Delaware Shore elementary programs

Senior Year:

· This is it!

· Make sure that you have filled out all the necessary paper work

· Contact coaches

· Last chance to visit (stay over night!)

· Scholarships- Fill them all out

· Fill out your Clearinghouse! Ask your counselor to help

· Take extra Classes (don’t be that senior that only has one class, don’t waste your

 time!)

· ACT test scores

· Resumes

· Certifications

· Awards

· Evaluations

Grades matter!!!!: Please do not assume that they will not be looking at 9th grade. They will look at all your grades and what classes you have been taking. Start getting the job done as soon as you hit the high school.
Don’t make the mistake thinking that I’m good someone will find me!

Test Early SAT/ACT test during your Junior Year

1. Now you have time to retest if necessary.

2. You now have your scores if they are good enough to send out to colleges a long with your packet.
Resumes:  You create it how you would like, but make it easy to read!

· College want to see what you do outside of hockey. (volunteer work,

 employment, other activities in and out of school, leadership roles)

Other points:

Attitudes counts! I coach does not want to deal with your problems or attitudes. They will be watching you on and off the field.  

Being a well-rounded player count: I coach loves a player that knows all the positions on the field and can actually play any position on the field! 

Start getting your recommendation early: Please don’t wait until the last minute.

If you are not interested please don’t wait your time and the coaches time.
